V Look after your neighbors' homes when they are away, and ask them to look after yours.
This includes picking up mail newspapers and putting back the garbage cans
recycling bins, and turning lights on and off if there is no automatic timer.

V Attend Neighborhood Watch meetings often. Your local crime prevention officer will
teach you about local crime trends and what you can do about them.

V Get involved. It is thenost effective way to reduce or prevent crime and make your
neighborhood safe.

V Eyewitness information is the key to solving many crimes. The following tips will assist
you when r@orting crime to your local law enfoement agency.

V Call the police/sheriff immediatelyA fiveminute delay can reduce the chance of ever
catching the criminals.

V Tell the police/sheriff as much as you caNo fact is too trivial. In many cases, it is what
the victims and witnesses tell lamnforcement about the criminal that results in an
arrest. You may be asked thel@ling when reporting crime:

Who, What, When, Where?

How many suspects were there?

Can you describe the suspects?

Can you describe their vehicles?

What was/were the licensplate number(s)?
What did they do?

What did they say?

What did they take?

Which way did they go?
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Sometimes, due to limited resources and personnel, the police/sheriff may not be able to
respond immeditely. They have to prioritize their calls based opaent danger to human

life. Don't be discowged. They will get to you as soon as possible. Do not attempt to stop or
detain the suspect(s) yourself

What is Suspicious?

Basically, anything that seems even slightly "out of place” or is occurringuatuasnial time of
day or night could be criminal activity.

Obvious Things to Watch For
V A stranger entering your neighbor's house when it is unoccupied.
A scream heard anywhere may mean robbery or assault.

V Offers of merchandise at unusually low prices mayamstolen property.

V Anyone removing accessories, license plates, or gas from a car should be reported.

Anyone peering into parked cars may be looking for a car to steal or for valuables left in
the car.
